Deer killing prompts protest

The front of the Lethbridge police station
headquarters was packed Sunday afternoon with about
100 protesters who made their voices heard regarding
the release of a video of a police officer repeatedly
running over an injured deer last week.

The horrific video, filmed by a bystander on Jan. 5,
shows an unidentified officer running over the animal
multiple times with his truck as it shrieked throughout
the 15-minute video. Following the release of the video, a
petition demanding for the officer to be fired now has
more than 66,000 signatures.

“When I saw the video for the first time I was horrified
and I knew what he did was inhumane,” says Brian
Sharp.

“There were better ways for the officer to deal with the
situation. I understand not wanting to use his gunin a
residential area, but he should have stopped after the
first attempt. [ have signed the petition because I don’t
believe an officer should ever treat an animal as cruel as
he did.”

An investigation has been launched into the officer’s
actions in the incident by the Alberta Serious Incident
Response Team (ASIRT).

Flu strain striking early

The incidence of influenza continues to rise across the
country, but this flu season is significantly different.

The predominant Influenza A HIN1 strain is
circulating earlier this year than before, the same virus
that caused the 2009-10 pandemic which hasn'’t surfaced
in the last few years. This virus tends to target children
and younger adults and this season is no exception as
different strains impact different age groups.

The BC Centre for Disease Control laboratory-
confirmed cases of the HIN1 flu, show that about one-
third of all detections this season have been in children
nine years of age or younger due to lack of immunity
prior to the HIN1 epidemics.

Dr. Vivien Suttorp, Medical Officer of Health for Alberta
Health Services South Zone, said other flu strains may
circulate in different geographies at different times.

In 2013, during another pandemic of HIN1, Suttorp
was relaying to the public how they’ve used up all of their
vaccines when people realized the severity of the virus
and rushed out to get their flu shot.

This flu season, the virus is resurfacing again with a
total of 4,700 confirmed cases to date.

‘Fiddler on the Roof’ staged

Research targets brain cancer

Brain cancer is one of today’s most aggressive,
incurable diseases. But now the findings of a University
of Lethbridge cancer research team, being shared
worldwide, may lead to better outcomes.

Glioblastoma (GBM), the brain cancer that killed Gord
Downie of The Tragically Hip and former American
senator John McCain, has a dismal prognosis and
survival rate.

“The median survival rate is about 15 months, even
after chemotherapy, surgical removal of the tumour and
radiation therapy,” says Lethbridge researcher Nehal
Thakor.

“We are trying to understand how these cancer cells
bypass cell-death pathways.”

‘Alexa,” she won’t respond.”

“Alexis,” said my father, “stop
playing music so loudly!”

“Alexa!” said my mother.

“That’s what I said!” shouted my
father.

“Sorry,” said Alexa. “I don’t know
what you're referring to.”

“I said turn down the damn
music!” said my father.

“Don'’t talk to her like that!” said
my mother, pointing her finger at
him.

“For God’s sake, Betty,” said my
father, storming off in search of his
print newspaper, “Alexis ignores me
worse than you do!”

My parents also recently installed
a home video-surveillance system
that my sisters and I monitor on
our smartphones.

Helping smokers quit the habit

Quite often, I receive phone calls
from family members of smokers
asking “how can I get them to quit?
I am really worried about him/her.”

Their concerns are genuine and
heartfelt. They want the best for
their loved one and want them to
change. Unfortunately, my
response may not be the answer
they are looking for when I say,
“you can’t make them quit or do it
for them.”

The decision to quit smoking or
using tobacco must be made by the
smoker, in their own time, for their
own reasons. However, there is
much you can do to help them
through the quitting process.

In fact, in the Quit Core group
cessation program we discuss the
importance of having support from
family and friends. We provide
information for participants to
share with their support people on
how to best support them through
this process. It is a very important
component to the quitting journey:.
Participants are encouraged to seek
encouragement and support from
family/friends. It can be one of the

most important factors in their
success in quitting.

Here is a brief Dos and Don'ts list
for support people:

DON'T

e Lecture or preach or shame

* Suggest struggles are weakness
or lack of will power

e Criticize their tobacco use

* Express doubt that they will
ever be successful

¢ Send them on a guilt trip about
their tobacco use

DO

¢ Congratulate them on their
decision to quit

e Share your confidence in their
ability to quit and remain quit

¢ Celebrate quit day

¢ Help think of alternatives to
smoking such as, healthy snacks,
puzzles, yoga

¢ Be their cheerleader

¢ Remind them there is help
available when they are ready to
quit, such as Quit Core.

Quit Core is a free group
cessation program that provides
support for adults 18 and older.
The six-week program is offered by
trained leaders where you will
discover many quitting support
techniques. This group connects
you with others who are also

quitting, you will get support, share
experiences and learn strategies to
quit.

One of the most effective ways to
successfully quit is to have plan.
There are many things to consider
before you quit. Will you use stop
smoking medication? A nicotine
replacement therapy? Should you
set a quit date? What are your
triggers for smoking? How will you
mange stress? Boredom? Social
situations?

Through Quit Core you will learn
how to design a quit plan that
works best for you. There is no fee,
but you must pre-register.

The next sessions in Medicine
Hat start 6:30 to 8 p.m. Tuesday;,
Jan. 22 and in Lethbridge they
begin 5:30 to 7 p.m. starting
Tuesday, Feb. 12. In Redcliff, the
next Quit Core sessions begin 6 to
7:30 p.m. Monday, Feb. 25. For
more information about the
program please call Michelle 403
529 3582 or Rita 403 502 8224.
